ORDER ASSESSING FINE

The DEPARTMENT OF FINANCIAL AND PROFESSIONAL REGULATION,
Division of Banking, (the “Department”), having conducted an investigation of the facts
related to registered Loan Originator James A. Scheffler, (the “Registrant”), 6 S. 081
Salem Ave., Naperville, Illinois 60540, and having found that the Registrant has
committed violations cited herein of the Residential Mortgage License Act of 1987 (the
“Act”) [205 ILCS 635], and of the rules promulgated under the Act (the “Rules™) [38 IlI.
Adm. Code 1050], hereby issues this Order Assessing Fine pursuant to the authority
provided under Section 7-1 of the Act and Section 1050.2170 of the Rules. The
Department makes the following:

FINDINGS

1.

That Registrant is an Illinois Loan Originator Registrant holding an expired
certificate of registration No. 031.0003208 and having the address of 6 S. 081
Salem Ave., Naperville, Illinois 60540;

That Registrant submitted an online transfer and renewal of registration for
the 2009-2010 renewal period;

That Registrant indicated that he had terminated his sponsorship with his
Broker 1 in September of 2008 and was attempting to transfer to Broker 2
September 30, 2009;

That when Registrant renewed online for the 2008-2009 renewal cycle he
falsified his renewal application by checking “yes” he was still working for
the same sponsor, Broker 1, in order to be eligible to renew his certificate of
registration; and

That Registrant’s actions were dishonest and in violation of the Act and Rules.



CONCLUSIONS

BASED UPON THE ABOVE FINDINGS, THE DEPARTMENT IS OF THE
OPINION AND CONCLUDES:

Registrant’s activities under Certificate of Registration No. 031.0007823 as cited
herein warrant a fine pursuant to Rules Sections 1050.2165(a).

ORDER
NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY ORDERED:

1. That James A. Scheffler, Certificate of Registration No. 031.0003208, shall be
and hereby is assessed a fine of $5,000 for violating the Act and Rules cited
herein pursuant to Rule section 1050.2170(a)(2);

2. The total fine in the amount of $5,000 shall be due thirty (30) days after the
effective date of this Order; and

3. The fine in the amount of $5,000 shall be paid by means of a certified check
or money order made payable to the:
