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As a proactive measure to ensure the health and safety of licensees during the 
COVID-19 pandemic, the Division submitted an Emergency Rules packet to the 
Joint Committee on Administrative Review (JCAR) to clarify continuing education/
professional development requirements for a number of professions, two of which 
being the Professional Land Surveyor and Structural Engineer  
professions. 

In the current Administrative Rules for these two professions, limitations existed 
that would prohibit licensees from obtaining all required hours online.  This  
Emergency Rules packet amends the current Administrative Rules to allow  
licensees the ability to complete all hours online, and was published on October 2,

Professional Land Surveyor:   Section 1270.65 Professional Development
