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The Design Unit of the Division of Professional Regulation is responsible 
for maintaining the public health, safety, and welfare and to be subject to 
regulation and control in the public interest. Each Profession is governed 
by its respective Act that merits the confidence of the public, and that  
only qualified persons shall be authorized to engage in the practice of that 
profession  in the State of Illinois.

 Professional Land Surveying 

 Professional Engineering 

 Structural Engineering 

 Professional Design Firm 

 

Did you know? 
Illinois licenses Professional Engineers and Structural Engineers separately.  
There is no overlap of licensure.  Each profession has separate and distinct  
requirements for education, examination and experience.   
 
A Professional Engineer in Illinois cannot offer or perform any Structural  
Engineering services and a Structural Engineer can only offer Structural  
Engineering services. 
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The National Council of Examiners for Engi-
neers and Surveyors (NCEES) has un-veiled a 
revitalized website and included several chang-
es that are set to be implemented this year.  
 

Changes include: The Principles and Practice of 
Surveying exam goes to computer-based 
testing (CBT), MyNCEES gets an overhaul, Mem-
ber Board Portal NCEES E3 system is updated, 
exam and licensure certifications are changed, 
NCEES Records modified and credential evalua-
tions are more easily transferred between juris-
dictions.  

  
Registration and scheduling opened in June 
2016 for the new CBT PS exam.  The first testing 
opportunity for the CBT exam will be available 
in October 2016. The CBT PS exam will allow for 
year-round testing at approved Pearson VUE 
test centers.  
This gives examinees the freedom to pick the 
exam time, date, and location.

MyNCEES, which was used by Member Board 
Administrators previously; will going forward, 
be utilized by applicants (customers) only.  This 
will be the location for you to register for exam-
inations, request exam/licensure certification, 
start an NCEES Record, request an NCEES Cre-
dential Evaluation of your foreign education as 
well as a new Continuing Education program. 

The NCEES Records are being revamped and 
the cover-sheets are set to be more “user 
friendly” in the layout and placement of sum-
mary information for the licensee.   

Credential Evaluations will be more mobile and 
easier to submit  to multiple jurisdictions. We 
are told the fee is set to be reduced, however, 
the specifics are not known at this time. 

New for NCEES - the Continuing Professional 
Competency (CPC) tracking program.  The CPC 
is a tool for licensed Professional Engineers, 
Structural Engineers and Land Surveyors to 
track and maintain their continuing education 
courses.    
 
Please note, while the NCEES CPC standard (15 
PDH’s per calendar year) is an option for licen-
sees in other jurisdictions, it may not be ac-
ceptable for Illinois requirements as Illinois 
renewals are not done on calendar year renew-
als.   

Illinois is optimistic about the changes that 
have occurred and looks forward to utilizing the 
programs and tools to be more efficient and 
streamlined in the examination and licensure 
process for Professional Engineers, Structural 
Engineers and Land Surveyors.

Professional Engineers became regulated between 1945 and 1946 in Illinois.  

The Board is appointed by the Secretary and is composed of ten members, con-
sisting of one public member and nine professional engineers licensed under the 
Act. Each licensed member must have at least 12 years of experience in the practice 
of Professional Engineering (PE).  
 
The Board is charged with reviewing education and experience qualifications of ap-
plicants and advising the Secretary on matters related to professional competence 
and conduct.  The Board is advisory (not regulatory) to the Department, however 
their service is invaluable to the Health, Safety and Welfare of the citizens of Illinois.    
 
To be licensed as a Professional Engineer in Illinois, you must meet the licensure 
requirements set forth in the Illinois Professional Engineering Practice Act and Ad-
ministrative Rules.    
 
Illinois is not a discipline specific state.  Once an applicant is licensed as a Profes-
sional Engineer in Illinois, he/she is authorized by the Department to perform any 
type of engineering that they believe they have the knowledge, competency and 
ability to perform and maintain the Health, Safety and Welfare of the public.  The 
only exception to this is in regards to Structural Engineering (SE) as a PE in Illinois 
cannot offer or perform any Structural services.  That requires a separate SE license. 
Only an SE can perform Structural services in Illinois.   

The Professional Engineering Practice Act is State law. Violations of this Act or asso-
ciated Administrative Rules are violations of State law that may result in civil penal-
ties and could subject a person to criminal prosecution.  
 
The Act provides that the first offense is a Class A misdemeanor; any subsequent 
offense constitutes a Class 4 felony. In addition to the possibility of criminal prose-
cution, the Department has the authority to levy fines, up to $10,000 per offense, 
for violations of this Act or associated Rules.
